 In our time together, we will explore the concept of ethical fitness and apply it to our work as interpreters.  In an 

environment of collegiality and mutual respect, we will identify the various parts of an interpreters’ ethical fitness, dig 

more deeply into some of those areas, and engage in discussion that will lead us to a deeper understanding about 

ourselves as ethically fit interpreters.
